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UK Private Schools achieve record International Baccalaureate results

Education Advisers Ltd has just published its analysis of the International Baccalaureate results of UK Private Schools for 2010 – the full league table is now shown on two of its websites – www.baccalaureate.eu.com and www.best-schools.co.uk 

We rank schools by the average number of points their pupils achieve in the International Baccalaureate Diploma Program – the maximum points being 45 and the world wide average of all schools being around 31 points for 2000+ schools. 

UK schools have excelled yet again with the top 3 schools all being within a one point range:-

North London Collegiate , Sevenoaks and King’s have been vying for top spot for several years, but the surprise for 2010 is the emergence of the Stephen Perse girls in 3rd position in their first ever IB results.  However it should be mentioned that both Sevenoaks and King’s have more than 3 times the number of IB candidates than NLC or Stephen Perse, making their results more statistically credible. In Sevenoaks’ case , no less than 10 of their pupils achieved the maximum score of 45 points, a truly remarkable record. World wide, less than 1% of students get 45 points whereas Sevenoaks had nearly 5%.
In recent years there has been a significant move for UK private schools to introduce the IB Diploma Program as a result of the perceived “dumbing-down” of A Levels. The number of private IB schools is now up to 75 out of approximately 500 private senior schools. Some have moved over 100% to the IB DP like Sevenoaks, King’s and King Edward’s Witley, whereas most schools are still offering the alternative of IB DP or A Levels. One school, Charterhouse has recently announced the introduction of the IB DP at the same time as offering A Levels AND the Pre-U.

A major reason for the trend to the IB is the fact that many Universities see it as a more stretching and rigorous curriculum than A Levels at a time when admissions tutors are struggling to differentiate between the rising proportion of AAA grade candidates. Indeed, UCAS allocates more tariff points to IB results than the equivalent A Level grades – (see Appendix B for explanation) A further reason is that it the only “internationally transferrable curriculum” which makes the IB attractive, particularly to Boarding Schools.
