How to obtain IB results.  

Students access their results using individual pin numbers (issued on completion of Leavers’ Cards) from the IB website (<http://results.ibo.org>) from 13.15 on 6 July.   

Component grades/breakdown of results will be available from 8 July.  These will be scanned and e-mailed to each student’s school e-mail account. The Office will only send to school accounts. Any student unable to access their e-mail account at this time should set up an auto-forward to send their results to another person who can act on their behalf. These are large files and will not be downloadable on mobile devices.
 
If a student narrowly misses a University offer

The school will send an individual email or letter to the relevant university in support. This year, competition for places is especially fierce, so it is unlikely that final decisions will be taken by universities until A-Level results are published and Clearing opens on 18 August.  

Where to get advice

If you, with your son or daughter, wish to discuss either the results or university admission, a team of senior staff will be available for consultation on a rota basis from 6 July to 14 July.  An appointment system for interviews will be in place; appointments must be made through reception. 

Requesting a re-mark
· Check your grade breakdown and cross reference with the grade boundaries to be published on the school website from 8 July to see how close you are to a higher grade

· You may wish to consult the relevant Head of Dept or subject teacher if available 

· Remember: the re-mark could result in a lower, as well as a higher grade

· Mrs Henry, our Exams Officer, will need a written and signed statement from a parent stating awareness that the re-mark could result in a lower grade

· It is not possible to ask for a re-mark on only one of, for example, three external papers 
· There is no guarantee that a re-mark result will come through before Clearing on 18 August; as such, neither is there any guarantee that instituting a re-mark will help secure a university place if a student narrowly misses a conditional offer
· It is the student’s responsibility to check (via the IB website http://results.ibo.org and the candidate’s PIN number) during exam office closure any change of grade; during opening hours we will of course forward and confirm any result

Re-sits

Very occasionally, students wish to re-sit one or more of their IB exams. Sevenoaks School is able to enter 2011 leavers here for the May 2012 exam session.  Students will need to register with the IB through the school by 16 October this year. 
Students wishing to re-sit an exam this November would have to register with the IB by 15 July, and sit the exam at another school.  Sevenoaks does not accommodate November re-takes. 

Clearing

A student missing both offers is entitled to enter ‘Clearing’ through UCAS.  The Clearing system advertises vacancies for degree courses; decisions are made quickly by universities, often the same day when contacted directly.  Courses can be applied for through Clearing, no matter what subject an applicant originally applied for. You can find information about Clearing at www.ucas.ac.uk/students/afteryouapply/clearing or contact UCAS by telephone on 0870 1122211.  If you need any help or advice in understanding the process, please contact the Higher Education department.  

UCAS also offers an ‘Adjustment’ service. This allows students who have exceeded the entry standards of the universities to which they originally applied to re-apply, between 18 August and 1 September, to universities with higher entry requirements. However, it is unlikely that top universities will have any places available on competitive courses; some of them have publicly stated their decision to opt out of this process altogether.
